10 Mar  Fly Toronto to Dubai using EMIRATES AIR. 11 Mar Arrive Dubai. Spend 2 nights in Dubai   BD 
12 Mar  Half-day Tour of Dubai. Our route takes us to the magnificent Jumeirah mosque; past modern palaces 
sprawled along the coast.  In Bastakia we stop for a while to admire the old wind-tower houses built by wealthy merchants. Close 
by, stands the 150-year old Al Fahidi Fort. Here, the Dubai Museum records the city’s past as an important pearl diving and 
trading centre.  We continue our journey by Abra - local water taxi.  As we cross the Creek we see the modern metropolis with 
its splendid architecture dwarfing the bustling alleys of our next destination, the gold and spice souks.

Drive to Bachuma Gate where you enter the east section of Tsavo national park- Kenya’s largest game sanctuary, famed for its 
huge herds of Elephants. It is also the home of lion, rhino, giraffe and zebra as well as a variety of other game. Proceed to 
Tsavo West where you will enjoy an afternoon Game drive with visits to Mzima Springs and arrive at 
the lodge before sunset. 
Accommodation: Kilaguni Serena Safari Lodge (2 nights) 
In the heart of the vast Tsavo National Park, this is one of the best game viewing lodges. Just 100 
metres away from the main building is the waterhole, which attracts animals from miles around.  
Tsavo is wild and untamed, the wildlife is abundant and the snowy peaks of Mount Kilimanjaro dominate 
the scene and make a perfect photographic backdrop.

After breakfast drive to Amboseli  National Park with a game drive enroute. Check in and enjoy Lunch at the Lodge. This 
afternoon enjoy a game drive at this wonderful park lying below the most famous symbol of Africa, Mt Kilimanjaro.

Follow in the footsteps of Karen Blixen as you travel towards the Ngong Hills, you feel swept immediately onto the film set of 
Out of Africa. The old colonial farmhouse is simple; housing a few items that Karen Blixen chose and once enjoyed herself. 
There are colourful gardens to explore, where several old coffee machines have lain untouched for decades. From here visit the 
Giraffe Centre where the highly endangered Rothschild giraffe lives in peace.  
Lunch at the Carnivore Restaurant. 
The Carnivore Restaurant is one of Africa’s great eating experiences, made famous for its succulent steaks, barbeque dishes, 
game meats and great African hospitality. Afternoon at leisure. Your room will be available to you all day with a late evening 
check out. 
Transfer late in evening to the airport for your flight home. Depart 11.35 pm on 4 April from Nairobi. Arrive home on 5 April.
